Study Notes: 
 
 
Leviticus 19:2 
 

19:2 This is the only time where God tells Moses to speak directly to the entire Israelite 

community. The imperative be holy (11:44; 20:7,26) and the reason for the people's holinessð

because I, Yahweh your God, am holyðare the main message of this chapter as well as the 

theme of the entire book of Leviticus. This idea was repeated by Jesus in the Sermon on the 

Mount when He told His disciples to "be perfect... as your heavenly Father is perfect" (Mt 5:48).

19:1-4 Holiness here refers first and foremost to the essential nature of God. The term holy 

means ñset apart, unique, and distinct,ò and holiness in humans ordinarily refers to their being set 

apart for service to God (see note on Isa. 6:3). Human holiness is the imitation of God, i.e., 

becoming and acting like him.

19:2 I the LORD your God am holy. This basic statement, which gives the reason for holy living 

among Godôs people, is the central theme in Leviticus (cf. 20:26). See note on 11:44, 45. Cf. 1 

Peter 1:16. Israel had been called to be a holy nation, and the perfectly holy character of God (cf. 

Isa. 6:3) was the model after which the Israelites were to live (cf. 10:3; 20:26; 21:6-8).

cf. Isaiah 6:3~ 

ü Holy, holy, holy. A three-fold repetition is the strongest sort of superlative. 

Nothing is as holy as God. See note 1:4.    - The Reformation Study Bible. 

ü The throne, the attending seraphim (angels), and the threefold holy all stressed 

God's holiness. Seraphim were a type of angel whose name is derived from the 

word for "burn," perhaps indicating their purity as God's ministers. In a time 

when moral and spiritual decay had peaked, it was important for Isaiah to see 

God in his holiness. Holiness means "morally perfect, pure, and set apart from

all sin." We also need to discover God's holiness. Our daily frustrations, 

society's pressures, and our shortcomings narrow our view of God. We need the 

Bible's view of God as high and lifted up to empower us to deal with our 

problems and concerns. God's moral perfection, properly seen, will purify us 

from sin, cleanse our mind of our problems, and enable us to worship and to 

serve.    - Life Application Study Bible. 

ü Holy, holy, holy. The threefold repetition intensifies the superlative (cf. Rev. 

4:8). Holiness implies absolute moral purity and separateness above the 

creation (see note on Isa. 1:4). his glory. This is a technical term for Godôs 

manifest presence with his covenant people. It was seen in the cloud in the 

wilderness (Ex. 16:7, 10); it moved in to ñfillò the tabernacle (Ex. 40:34-35) 

and then the temple (1 Kings 8:11), where the worshipers could ñseeò it (Ex. 

29:43; Ps. 26:8; 63:2). Several passages look forward to the day when the 

Lordôs glory would fill the earth, i.e., the whole world will become a sanctuary 

(Num. 14:21; Ps. 72:19; Hab. 2:14; cf. Isa. 11:9); and the ESV footnote suggests 

that the seraphic cry shares this anticipation. Other texts in Isaiah also look 

forward to the revealing of the Lordôs glory to the world (11:10; 35:2; 40:5; 

58:8; 59:19; 60:1-2; 66:18). John 1:14 asserts that this glory was present in 

Jesus.        - ESV Study Bible. 

ü The word holy spoken three times is emphatic or superlative and points to God's 

otherness. He is completely separated from anything profane or sinful. His 

sovereignty is underlined by the fact that His glory filled the whole earth.
