- Remembering is essential for plowing & planting… 
- Remembering is essential for inviting & informing… 
- Remembering is essential for inspecting & inspiring… 
- Remembering is essential for transforming & transferring.. 

- Remembering is essential for respecting & representing.. 

- Remembering is essential for winning & worshipping.
