1 Then Jesus came from Galilee to the Jordan to John, to
be baptized by him. 14(But) John would have prevented him,
saying, “l| need to be baptized by you, and do you come to
me?” 1sBut Jesus answered him, “Let it be so now, for thus
it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then he

God’s will often does not make sense to us, as we are
unable to see the fulness of his plan. Maturity in faith
is a willingness to obey and allow God’s revealed will

to be carried out despite how counterintuitive it may
seem. Preaching a Gospel of a bloody cross, and
empty tomb, and a call to total self-denial and
discipleship is not a message that is likely to attract
a crowd, and speaking the Gospel as it is may seem
counterintuitive to our desire to see many come to
know the Lord Jesus, and yet God says, “let it be so
now.” Paying taxes to a government that funds the
slaughter of unborn babies and abusive hormone
treatments to young children may seem
counterintuitive, and yet Scripture commands, “let it
be so now.” Continuing in a time of suffering,
poverty, or grief may seem contradictory to the
joyful life that living in Christ should be, and yet
Jesus tells us, with his own scars of suffering still in
his body, “let it be so now.” God gave us brains and
we are meant to follow them, but when the will of
God makes no sense to us, Jesus’ gentle words to his
faithful disciples are, “let it be so now.”
But Jesus does give John some explanation: “For

thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.”

Why does the expected Messiah
want to be baptized by his
forerunnere

Without a careful reading of the text, one might conclude that Jesus thought that he also
needed conversion and purification, as did the crowd (3:2, 6). But John quickly dispels that
possibility, because he knows Jesus’ identity as the One bringing the messianic baptism: “l need
to be baptized by you, and do you come to me?” This is the more powerful One who
inaugurates the kingdom that John has been proclaiming. Only at Jesus’ insistence (“Let it be so
now”) does John consent to baptize Jesus, because “it is proper for us to do this to fulfill all
righteousness” (3:15).

Jesus' baptism has far more
significance than we might think. No
wonder all four Gospels narrate this
incident in one form or another (cf.
Mark 1:9-11; Luke 3:21-22; John 1:29-

34). This is the beginning of the ministry
that will forever forge the direction of
God’s relationship with his people.

What does Jesus mean that in his baptism he
and John will “fulfill all righteousness”? The word
“fulfill” (pleroo) continues the theme of
“fulfillment” that has been so prominent in the
beginning narrative of Matthew’s Gospel.




Jesus’ conception, birth, and infancy fulfilled
both specific and general prophecies (chs. 1-2),
the appearance of John fulfills Old Testament
expectations of the forerunner (3:3), and now
Jesus’ baptism will “fulfill all righteousness.”
Righteousness (dikaiosyne) is another
important concept in Matthew’s Gospel (cf. 5:6,
10,20; 6:1, 33; 21:32).

Some suggest that Jesus means this in an ethical sense, that the baptism will fulfill all of the
righteous expectations of the law, similar to what Jesus will declare in the Sermon on the
Mount (cf. 5:17). However, the present context does not imply an ethical submission to God’s

commands. Nowhere in the Old Testament is there a divine command to
submit to John’s baptism. Therefore, submission to his baptism can
hardly be thought of as an act of righteousness, and certainly no
thought of fulfilling all righteousness.

Most likely Jesus means this in a salvation-historical sense.
God’s saving activity prophesied throughout the Old
Testament is now being fulfilled with the inauguration of
Jesus’ ministry, culminating in his death on the cross.

Perhaps Jesus has in mind the righteousness of

Isaiah 53:11: “After the suffering of his soul, he will see the

light of life and be satisfied; by his knowledge my righteous
servant will justify many, and he will bear their iniquities.”

Jesus will accomplish God’s will in the sense of God’s saving activity.
This is supported by the similar salvation-historical reference to John
the Baptistin 21:31-32.



Jesus is expressing his obedience to God’s plan of salvation that has been revealed in the
Scriptures.

The public baptism, therefore, provides concrete salvation-historical
continuity between John’s and Jesus’ ministries.

As Jesus identifies himself with John in the baptism, this represents
an endorsement of John’s ministry and message and links Jesus’ cause
to John’s.

Moreover, as Jesus goes into the waters of baptism, he
identifies with his people in their need; that is, he identifies
with the sinful humanity he has come to save, and especially
at this point in time, with the believing remnant of Israel who
come to be baptized.

Leon Morris paints a graphic picture:

Jesus might well have been up there in front standing with John and calling on sinners to
repent. Instead, he was down there with the sinners, affirming his solidarity with them,
making himself one with them in the process of the salvation that he would in due course
accomplish.

Jesus now will bring to fulfillment the ministry
John began. He is the “more powerful” One to whom
John pointed, who fulfills the hope of righteousness
as the Davidic King and righteous Servant. But more
important, he is also Immanuel, “God with us,” and
Jesus, the one who will “save his people from their
sins” (1:21-23).

He identifies with John’s salvation-historical ministry, but he does so from the water,
identifying with the very people he has come to save. Hence, Jesus will now receive the
anointing of the Spirit and the confirmation of the Father to accomplish his mission, further
indications of the reason for his baptism.



Imagine the scene. John has declared openly and
firmly his expectations about the judgment to
accompany the powerful Coming One. The people
have banked their future on the hope of the
coming of the kingdom of God. And now the One
recognized by John to embody those dreams
simply goes into the waters of the Jordan River to
be baptized like any of the people. It seems so
anticlimactic, and even paradoxical.

But out of that unassuming scene comes a
dramatic enactment of God to present Jesus for
his messianic mission, as he experiences a
threefold revelation: He sees the heavens open;
he sees the Spirit of God descend as a dove on
him; and he hears God’s voice acknowledge him
as his beloved Son.

(1) As Jesus comes up from the water, “heaven was opened.” This “divine passive”3° hints
that God himself is opening the communication gates of heaven to reveal something
momentous. This is a common expression in Scripture to refer to significant times of God
revealing something important to his people (cf. Isa. 64:1; Ezek. 1:1; John 1:51; Acts 7:56;
10:11).

(2) Jesus then “saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and lighting on him.” The Spirit
does not take the form of a dove but rather some visible manifestation, indicating the real
descent of the Spirit on Jesus. The dove symbol expresses characteristics often associated with
a dove, such as gentleness and peace in contrast to judgment (recall the dove sent out by Noah
to determine whether God’s time of judgment had ended, Gen. 8:10), or the superintending
and creative action of the Spirit hovering over the waters of the new creation (Gen. 1:2).



The descent of the Spirit alludes to the anointing of the Servant of the Lord by the Spirit in
Isaiah 42:1—which will be the words quoted by the heavenly voice in Matthew 3:17 (cf.
12:18)—and the anointing of the Davidic Branch by the Spirit in Isaiah 11:2. Jesus’ anointing by
the Spirit is both the coronation of Israel’s Messiah and the commissioning of God’s righteous
Servant for the work he will now carry out in the power and presence of the Spirit. The One
who is to baptize with the Spirit (Matt. 3:11), who will be guided and empowered by the Spirit
(4:1), who will inaugurate the messianic age of salvation through the Spirit (12:18-21; cf. Isa.
42:1-4; 61:1), is now anointed by the Spirit for his public messianic ministry.

This is not to suggest that in his baptism Jesus receives the Spirit for the first time. His
conception itself was “through the Holy Spirit” (1:20), which indicates that even as John the
Baptist was filled with the Spirit from the womb, so was Jesus. Rather, the descent of the Spirit
in the baptism is a formal anointing that inaugurates Jesus’ public ministry. John the Baptist
declares elsewhere that the Spirit’s descent on Jesus is what confirmed for him that Jesus was
indeed the Son of God (John 1:32-34). This is the visible, confirming sign that Jesus is the long-
expected Messiah, the One for whom John has been preparing the way.

(3) The symbolism of the dove is made explicit as a voice sounds out from heaven. For the
Jewish people of the time, although they considered that prophecy had ceased with Malachi, a
voice from God could still be heard. But that voice was indirect and did not have binding
authority. Now sounds a voice that is far different. The presence of the Messiah brings with him
the direct voice from God with all of its authority. With the arrival of the prophetic figure John
the Baptist, with the descent of the Spirit on the anointed Messiah, and with a voice from the
Father, God is resuming direct communication. The voice gives a dual pronouncement of the
identity and nature of Jesus through citing excerpts of two messianically significant passages:
Psalm 2:7 and Isaiah 42:1.

(a) The statement “This is my Son, whom | love” calls to mind the well-known image of
father and son in Psalm 2:7: “l will proclaim the decree of the LorRD: He said to me, “You are my
Son.” The title “Son of God” had clear messianic significance prior to Jesus’ ministry. The
expression “whom | love” may have evoked images of Isaac, who is called Abraham’s “son, your
only son ... whom you love” (Gen. 22:2), but more important is the relationship that is declared
between Jesus and the voice. Jesus is the Son, the voice is from the Father, and at the heart of
their relationship is love. Nothing is said here of when that relationship began, but Matthew has
already informed us that Jesus’ conception has marked him out as of divine origin (1:20, 23; cf.
2:15). This is not the language of adoption but of confirmation of an existing relationship of
divine love between the heavenly Father and his Son.

(b) The statement “with him | am well pleased” takes our understanding of Jesus’ mission
one step further by drawing on Isaiah 42:1 for another messianically significant figure—the
“Servant.”

Here is my servant, whom | uphold,
my chosen one in whom | delight;
| will put my Spirit on him
and he will bring justice to the nations.

In the declaration of the Father, Jesus is heralded as the Servant who is enabled by the Spirit’s
anointing to bring justice to the nations. This link will be made explicit as the narrative unfolds,



when Matthew cites Isaiah 42:1-4 in the context of clarifying the purpose of Jesus’ ministry (cf.
Matt. 12:17-21).

As the background to the Father’s declaration, these passages point out two distinct
emphases of Jesus’ identity, self-understanding, and mission. (1) He is the divine Son and the
suffering Servant, a pronouncement that recalls the double entendre of the Nazarene allusion
(2:23) and will be repeated by the voice in the Transfiguration (17:5). The Father has placed into
the hands of his beloved Son the mission of the Servant to bring salvation to the nations (Isa.
42:1, 4). Love and obedience will sustain the relationship and actualize the mission, because the
Father’s will for the beloved Son must include obedience to the cross as the Son takes on
himself the iniquity of his people (Matt. 26:39, 42; cf. Isa. 53).

(2) Through the anointing by the Spirit, the Father formally inaugurates Jesus into his public
ministry as the unique Son, who is the triumphant messianic King (Ps. 2), yet the humble
Servant (Isa. 42). He will accomplish his Father’s will in coming to his people Israel (Matt. 10:6;
15:24), yet he brings hope to the nations (Matt. 28:18). These are the themes that will
characterize the unfolding story of Jesus Messiah.!

What does Christ mean?

To the surprise of some, “Christ” is not Jesus’ last name (surname). “Christ” comes from
the Greek word Christos, meaning “anointed one” or “chosen one.” This is the Greek
equivalent of the Hebrew word Mashiach, or “Messiah.” “Jesus” is the Lord’s human name
given to Mary by the angel Gabriel (Luke 1:31). “Christ” is His title, signifying Jesus was sent
from God to be a King and Deliverer (see Daniel 9:25; Isaiah 32:1). “Jesus Christ” means
“Jesus the Messiah” or “Jesus the Anointed One.”

In ancient Israel, when someone was given a position of authority, oil was poured on his
head to signify his being set apart for God’s service (e.g., 1 Samuel 10:1). Kings, priests,
and prophets were anointed in such fashion. Anointing was a symbolic act to indicate
God’s choosing (e.g., 1 Samuel 24:6). Although the literal meaning of anointed refers to the
application of oil, it can also refer to one’s consecration by God, even if literal oil is not
used (Hebrews 1:9).

There are hundreds of prophetic passages in the Old Testament that refer to a coming
Messiah who would deliver His people (e.g., Isaiah 61:1; Daniel 9:26). Ancient Israel
thought their Messiah would come with military might to deliver them from decades of
captivity to earthly kings and pagan nations. But the New Testament reveals a much better
deliverance provided by Jesus the Messiah—a deliverance from the power and penalty of
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sin (Luke 4:18; Romans 6:23).

The Bible says Jesus was anointed with oil on two separate occasions by two different
women (Matthew 26:6-7; Luke 7:37-38), but the most significant anointing came by way of
the Holy Spirit (Acts 10:38). Jesus’ title of “Christ” means He is God’s Anointed One, the
One who fulfills the Old Testament prophecies, the Chosen Savior who came to rescue
sinners (1 Timothy 1:15), and the King of kings who is coming back again to set up His
Kingdom on earth (Zechariah 14:9).

Christ

anointed, the Greek translation of the Hebrew word rendered "Messiah" (q.v.),
the official title of our Lord, occurring five hundred and fourteen times in the
New Testament. It denotes that he was anointed or consecrated to his great
redemptive work as Prophet, Priest, and King of his people. He is Jesus the
Christ ( Acts 17:3 ; 18:5 ; Matthew 22:42 ), the Anointed One. He is thus
spoken of by ( Isaiah 61:1 ), and by ( Daniel 9:24-26 ), who styles him
"Messiah the Prince."

The Messiah is the same person as "the seed of the woman" ( Genesis
3:15 ), "the seed of Abraham" ( Genesis 22:18 ), the "Prophet like unto
Moses" ( Deuteronomy 18:15 ), "the priest after the order of Melchizedek"
( Psalms 110:4 ), "the rod out of the stem of Jesse" ( Isaiah 11:1 Isaiah
11:10 ), the "Immanuel,” the virgin's son ( Isaiah 7:14 ), "the branch of
Jehovah" ( Isaiah 4:2 ), and "the messenger of the covenant" ( Malachi 3:1 ).
This is he "of whom Moses in the law and the prophets did write." The Old
Testament Scripture is full of prophetic declarations regarding the Great
Deliverer and the work he was to accomplish. Jesus the Christ is Jesus the
Great Deliverer, the Anointed One, the Saviour of men. This name denotes
that Jesus was divinely appointed, commissioned, and accredited as the
Saviour of men ( Hebrews 5:4 ; Isaiah 11:2-4 ; 49:6 ; John 5:37 ; Acts
2:22).
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To believe that "Jesus is the Christ" is to believe that he is the Anointed, the
Messiah of the prophets, the Saviour sent of God, that he was, in a word,
what he claimed to be. This is to believe the gospel, by the faith of which
alone men can be brought unto God. That Jesus is the Christ is the testimony
of God, and the faith of this constitutes a Christian ( 1 Corinthians

12:3 ; 1 John 5:1).

Christ comes from Christos, a Greek
word that means “the anointed one,”
or “the chosen one.”

The Hebrew word meaning the same thing is Mashiach, or as we know it—
Messiah. So Christ is really more a title than it is a name, although the Bible
uses it both ways. For example, the Bible often refers to Jesus by name as
“Tesus Christ,” just as we do in modern usage (see Matthew 1:1, 18; Mark 1:1;
John 1:17; 17:3; Acts 3:6; Romans 3:24, etc.).

But it also speaks of Jesus as “the Christ,” meaning “the anointed one,” the
Messiah. When Jesus asked His disciples who they thought He was, Peter
answered, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God” (Matthew 16:16). At
Jesus’ interrogation by the Jews just before His crucifixion, the high priest
demanded, “Tell us if You are the Christ, the Son of God!” (Matthew 26:63).
And Luke records that on one occasion when Jesus cast demons out of
individuals, the demons cried out, “ ‘You are the Christ, the Son of God!” and
He [Jesus] rebuking them, did not allow them to speak, for they knew that He
was the Christ” (Luke 4:41).
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Jesus Christ: The Anointed One

So Jesus Christ combines His name (Jesus) with His title (Christ),

meaning Jesus, the anointed One, or Jesus, the chosen One. Jesus is His human
name as announced to Mary by the angel Gabriel (Luke 1:31), and Christ is
His title, as the chosen, anointed Son of God.

The Old Testament predicted that God would send a chosen one—the
Messiah—to save the world from sin. As early as the Garden of Eden, God told
Adam and Eve that a “seed” of the woman (a descendant) would come
someday and destroy Satan and sin (Genesis 3:15). The psalms of David and
the prophecies of Daniel described the work and coming of the Messiah
whom God would send to save His people from their sins (Psalm 16; 22; 45;
110; Daniel 9).

The Jewish people knew the Messiah was coming, but they misunderstood
what He was coming to do. They believed the Messiah—the Christ—would
come to set up a kingdom on earth and deliver them from their Roman
masters. But Jesus Christ came to deliver them from a bondage much worse
than their bondage to Rome. Jesus came to deliver them—and us—from the
terrible bondage to sin.

Anointed to Set Captives Free

At the beginning of His ministry on earth, Jesus went to the synagogue in
Nazareth on the Sabbath and read the Scripture for the day.

Luke says, “And when He had opened the book, He found the place where it
was written: ‘The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me, because He has anointed Me
to preach the gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted,
to proclaim liberty to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to set at
liberty those who are oppressed; to proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord.’

Then He closed the book, and gave it back to the attendant and sat down. And
the eyes of all who were in the synagogue were fixed on Him. And He began



to say to them, ‘Today this Scripture is fulfilled in your hearing’” (Luke 4:17-
21).

Jesus read these words from Isaiah 61, a prophecy of the coming Messiah,
and then He said that He was the One to whom this prophecy referred. That
He had been anointed to preach the gospel of salvation. That He was the
Christ, the anointed One.

Anointed with Oil and the Holy Spirit

In the Old Testament, those who were set apart by God for positions of
spiritual or political leadership were anointed with oil as a symbol of their
authority. Oil was poured on the heads of priests, kings, and prophets to
indicate that God had chosen them and consecrated them for the work He
had given them to do.

The Bible records two times that Jesus was anointed with oil (Matthew 26:6, 7,
Luke 7:37, 38). But more importantly, Jesus was anointed by God for His role
as “the Christ.” The Bible says, “God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy
Spirit and with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were
oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him” (Acts 10:38).

As “the Christ,” Jesus was God’s anointed One who fulfilled the Old Testament

prophecies, the chosen One who came to save us from sin, and the One who
has promised to come again to usher in His everlasting kingdom.

“To Fulfill All Righteousness”

By Knox Chamblin

“Behold, | have come to do your will, O God,"” said the Messiah when He

came into the world (Heb. 10:5-7). The writings of the New
Testament, especially the four Gospels,
testify that Jesus was faithful to that resolve
all His life. We see in Matthew how Jesus
executed the offices of prophet, priest, and
king. In each case His active obedience finds
exXpPression. (John 10:18; Phil. 2:8; Heb.10: 5-10

The King Who Serves The Father

The glorious Son of God obeyed the Father in

becoming d Mman (Phll 26—7) Already in Jesus' childhood,

service to His Father took precedence over, and also found expression in,
submission to His earthly parents (Luke 2:41-52).
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At Jesus' baptism (Matt. 3:17) the Father
acclaims Him both His royal Son (Ps. 2:7) and
His loyal Servant (Isa. 42:1).

In the face of John's reluctance to baptize Him (Matt. 3:14), Jesus said,
“Let it be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill
all righteousness.”

Jesus and John will together do all that God
has determined to be right for them. Yet
"righteousness” in this text is richer still. The
supreme work that the Father requires of the
Son (that which above all else is right for the
Son to do and which will entail utter submission
to the Father’s will) is that He, the Lord'’s
righteous Servant, save His people from their
sins (Matt. 1:21) by Himself bearing their
iniquities (Isa. 53:11).




Jesus’ death for sinners is foreshadowed
here at the Jordan River, as John the
Baptist recognizes (John 1:29).

Unlike the others who came for baptism (Matt.
3:6), Jesus had no personal sins to confess. Yet
He willingly received "a baptism of repentance
for the forgiveness of sins” (Mark 1:4), a sign
that He identifies with the sins of those He
came to save (2 Cor. 5:21).

Matthew uses the term “king” (Greek, basileus) in several ways, but only
Jesus is called "king of the Jews"” or “king of Israel.” The character of that
kingship Matthew describes in 12:18-21 by quoting Isaiah 42:1-4. So secure
is Jesus in who He is — the Father’s beloved Son — that He is free to serve
rather than tyrannize His subjects, and to deal gently rather than harshly with
the lowliest and the weakest of them (Matt. 12:20; 11:25-30). Astonishingly, it
is by the very means of His lowly service that all earthly tyrants will be
subdued, and all nations made His possession (Zech. 9:9-10).



It is indeed "“the King of the Jews” who hangs upon the cross (Matt. 27:37).
Here achieving His greatest triumph through defeat.

Just as the first Servant song (Isa. 42:1-4)
prepares for the fourth (52:13-53:12),

so Matthew 3:17 and 12:18-21 prepare for
20:28 and 26:26-28, where Jesus speaks of the
Son's ultimate obedience and of the Servant's
supreme sacrifice.

It is love for the fallen world that causes the Father to
send His Son upon His mission ( John 3:16; 1 John
4:10). And the Son willingly goes to the cross because

He loves the sinners He came to save (John 13:1;
15:13; Gal. 2:20).

The Prophet Who Keeps The Law

Like those prophets who served God in Old
Testament times (Zech. 1:6), Jesus is anointed
by the Spirit of God to proclaim the Word of
God (Luke 4:18-19).

He preaches the Gospel of God’s dawning Rule, calling
listeners to repentance and faith (Matt. 4:17, 23). With



equal authority He expounds the Law of God, requir- ing
of His followers personal holiness and social righteousness
(Matt. 5:1-7, 29; 19:16-21. He foretells events both near
and distant (Matt. 24:1-51).

Jesus is the Prophet foretold by Moses
(Deut. 1 81 5; ACtS 322). Like Moses, He expounds the Law

of God from a mountain (Matt. 5-7). He solemnly declares that “until Heaven
and earth pass away, not an iota, not a dot, will pass from the Law until all is
accomplished” (Matt. 5:18). This text has in view the Law as expounded both

by Moses and by Jesus the New Moses. Jesus'’ interpretation
of the Law perfectly accords with the

progress of God's saving purpose in history
(Matt. 11:12-13).

Jesus promises that in the coming kingdom, God will honor those who honor
His Law (Matt. 5:19b). Yet Jesus alone perfectly does so. The crowds were
astonished at Jesus’ teaching because He spoke with great authority (Matt
7:28-29). One reason for this authority is that what Jesus teaches others, He

Himself does. Unlike those Old Testament persons

who prefigure Him (for example, Moses, David,

Solomon and Jonah), Jesus is consistently
faithful to the Father’s will. Unlike the nation’s
leaders (Matt. 23:3), He practices what He
preaches. He loves the God He commands His




followers to love (Matt. 11:27; 22:37), and He
commands His disciples to love each other as
He has loved them (John 13:34).

Not only does He declare people’s sins forgiven, He
chooses intimate fellowship with some of society’s
worst sinners (Viatt 9:1-13; 11:19; Luke 19:1-10).

Even the woes upon the scribes and Pharisees (Matt.
23) show His love for His enemies (Matt. 5:44).

Before appointing others to be
missionaries, He has been one Himsel.

Jesus embodies all the qualities He
celebrates in the Beatitudes of Matthew 5:3-10.

He is poor in spirit: assailed by fierce and unrelenting evil; He trusts in God
the Father for protection and power. He mourns — not over personal sins (for
He has none), but over others’ hardness of heart, stubbornness of will, and
bondage to sin. He identifies Himself as meek (Matt. 11:29; 21:5); God's
Servant is not quarrelsome, and He deals gently with the weak (Vatt. 12:19—
20). When assailed, He does not retaliate or threaten vengeance (Isa. 53:7; 1
Peter 2:23). Unlike fallen creatures who, appalled by their iniquity, crave to
grow in holiness, Jesus hungers and thirsts for righteousness as one whose
mission is to establish God’s holy and just rule (Matt. 12:18, 20). Throughout
His ministry He is merciful to the helpless and needy. He, the Servant whose
singular purpose is to know and to do the Father’s will, is pure in heart. In



Him, faithful Israel is reduced to one person (Isa. 49:3; 50:5-8). As the one
who supplants Satan’s tyranny with God's benevolent
rule, He atones for His people’s sins and reconciles them

to God; He is the peacemaker (Isa. 9:6-7; 49:5-6; Eph.

2:14-17). As His life progresses, He is increasingly persecuted for the sake

of righteousness. Matthew 5:10 is especially applicable to Jesus, for He is the
uniquely righteous One (Matt. 27:19; Acts 3:14; 1 Peter 3:18).

The Priest Who Gives His Life

Even as a child, Jesus was found serving His Father in the temple (Luke 2:46—
49). Throughout His life He faithfully taught the people on a host of subjects
— a responsibility of priests in the Old Testament (2 Chron. 17:7-9; Neh. 8:7-

9). Like the high priest "appointed to act on
behalf of men in relation to God” (Heb. 5:1),
Jesus offered prayers for others (Matt. 14:19;
26:26-27; Luke 22:31-32; John 17:1-26). He
chose to teach and heal in the temple (Matt.
21:14-17; 21:23-23:39; 26:55). shortly before His death,

He, who was not a descendant of Levi but of Judah (Matt. 1:1-2), showed
Himself to be Lord of the temple and Judge of its illicit practices (21:12-13).

In that same capacity, He prophesied that the temple
would be destroyed (24:1-2, 15-21) and replaced by a
temple of living stones (John 2:21; Eph. 2:18-22).




However, IN SOMe respects, Jesus’ priesthood is
vastly different from that of Aaron and his
successors. He does not merely assist sinful

human beings in securing forgiveness from
God; He himself forgives sins (Matt. 9:1-8).

The Jewish high priest had to “offer sacrifice for his own sins
just as he does for those of the people”;

Jesus, the sinless one, addressed the sins of others
exclusively (Heb. 5:3; 7:26-28; 4:14—16). Moreover, He
saves His people from their sins, not by slaying goats,
calves and lambs, but by sacrificing Himself and
pouring out His own blood (Matt. 1:21; 20:28; 26:26-
28).

Jesus “humbled himself by becoming obedient

to the point of death, even death on a cross”
(Phil. 2:8).

From the time of His birth,
the Cross was in view.




“He will save His people
from their sins,”

said the angel concerning the child that Mary would bear (Matt. 1:21).

The Bridegroom would be snatched away from the wedding guests, said
Jesus early in His ministry, (Matt. 9:15). At His transfiguration, the Father said,
“This is my beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased; listen to him” (Matt.
17:5).

“"God sent forth His Son, born of woman, born under the law, to redeem
those who were under the law,” wrote Paul in Galatians 4:4. The Son of God

willingly became a man (“born of a woman”) so that He could die as the
God-Man.

He submitted to God’'s commands (“born
under the law") to offer perfect obedience
where Adam had failed (Rom. 5:17), and thus

He merited eternal life for a sinful people.

Moreover, He purchased freedom for a people who stood condemned
because of their solidarity with Adam (“to redeem those who were under the
law”) (Rom. 5:18-19; 1 Cor. 15:21-22).

The Cross marks the supreme exercise of Jesus’
own will, of His active obedience. “No one takes
[my life] from me, but I lay it down of my own




accord” (John 10:18). Jesus “was obedient to
the point of death” (Phil. 2:8); “by one act of
righteousness,” by “one man’s obedience” in

His death, “many will be made righteous”
(Rom. 5:18-19).

The Cross also marks the supreme
exercise of Jesus' passive obedience,
of His submission to His Father’s will.

Gethsemane He prayed: “My Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from
me; nevertheless, not as | will, but as you will” (Matt. 26:39). In his Manual of
Christian Doctrine, Louis Berkhof rightly says that Jesus’ active and passive
obedience may be distinguished but must never be separated. In both cases,
Jesus is obedient.

The Father raised His obedient Son from the dead, bestowed on Him the
highest honors and granted Him universal authority (Phil. 2:8-11; Matt.
28:18-20).

This great High Priest, “holy, innocent,
unstained, separated from sinners, and exalted

above the heavens ... is able to save to the
uttermost those who draw near to God through




him, since He always lives to make intercession
for them” (Heb. 7:24-26).

When Jesus said it was time to fulfill all
righteousness (Matthew 3:15), He understood it
was time for John’s ministry to be stamped as
authentic and for the Messiahship of Jesus to be
affirmed by John the Baptist, the Holy Spirit,
and God the Father.

Grant Osborne (in his New Testament commentary) summarizes

the meaning of the phrase “to fulfill all righteousness” with
this comment,

In short, he/Jesus "fills to the full” the “right”
requirement of God in “the OT pattern and
prediction of the Messiah.” He does not
need fo repent, but by submitting to
baptism Jesus began His messianic work by
identifying with the human need and
providing the means by which it can be
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accomplished.”

What does Christ mean?

To the surprise of some, “Christ” is not Jesus’ last name (surname). “Christ” comes from
the Greek word Christos, meaning “anointed one” or “chosen one.” This is the Greek
equivalent of the Hebrew word Mashiach, or “Messiah.” “Jesus” is the Lord’s human name
given to Mary by the angel Gabriel (Luke 1:31). “Christ” is His title, signifying Jesus was sent
from God to be a King and Deliverer (see Daniel 9:25; Isaiah 32:1). “Jesus Christ” means
“Jesus the Messiah” or “Jesus the Anointed One.”

In ancient Israel, when someone was given a position of authority, oil was poured on his
head to signify his being set apart for God’s service (e.g., 1 Samuel 10:1). Kings, priests,
and prophets were anointed in such fashion. Anointing was a symbolic act to indicate
God’s choosing (e.g., 1 Samuel 24:6). Although the literal meaning of anointed refers to the
application of oil, it can also refer to one’s consecration by God, even if literal oil is not
used (Hebrews 1:9).

There are hundreds of prophetic passages in the Old Testament that refer to a coming
Messiah who would deliver His people (e.g., Isaiah 61:1; Daniel 9:26). Ancient Israel
thought their Messiah would come with military might to deliver them from decades of
captivity to earthly kings and pagan nations. But the New Testament reveals a much better
deliverance provided by Jesus the Messiah—a deliverance from the power and penalty of
sin (Luke 4:18; Romans 6:23).

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The Bible says Jesus was anointed with oil on two separate occasions by two different
women (Matthew 26:6-7; Luke 7:37-38), but the most significant anointing came by way of
the Holy Spirit (Acts 10:38). Jesus’ title of “Christ” means He is God’s Anointed One, the
One who fulfills the Old Testament prophecies, the Chosen Savior who came to rescue
sinners (1 Timothy 1:15), and the King of kings who is coming back again to set up His
Kingdom on earth (Zechariah 14:9).

anointed, the Greek translation of the Hebrew word rendered "Messiah" (q.v.),
the official title of our Lord, occurring five hundred and fourteen times in the
New Testament. It denotes that he was anointed or consecrated to his great
redemptive work as Prophet, Priest, and King of his people. He is Jesus the
Christ ( Acts 17:3 ; 18:5 ; Matthew 22:42 ), the Anointed One. He is thus
spoken of by ( Isaiah 61:1 ), and by ( Daniel 9:24-26 ), who styles him
"Messiah the Prince."

The Messiah is the same person as "the seed of the woman" ( Genesis
3:15 ), "the seed of Abraham" ( Genesis 22:18 ), the "Prophet like unto
Moses" ( Deuteronomy 18:15 ), "the priest after the order of Melchizedek"
( Psalms 110:4 ), "the rod out of the stem of Jesse" ( Isaiah 11:1 Isaiah
11:10 ), the "Immanuel,” the virgin's son ( Isaiah 7:14 ), "the branch of
Jehovah" ( Isaiah 4:2 ), and "the messenger of the covenant" ( Malachi 3:1 ).
This is he "of whom Moses in the law and the prophets did write." The Old
Testament Scripture is full of prophetic declarations regarding the Great
Deliverer and the work he was to accomplish. Jesus the Christ is Jesus the
Great Deliverer, the Anointed One, the Saviour of men. This name denotes
that Jesus was divinely appointed, commissioned, and accredited as the
Saviour of men ( Hebrews 5:4 ; Isaiah 11:2-4 ; 49:6 ; John 5:37 ; Acts
2:22).

To believe that "Jesus is the Christ" is to believe that he is the Anointed, the
Messiah of the prophets, the Saviour sent of God, that he was, in a word,
what he claimed to be. This is to believe the gospel, by the faith of which
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alone men can be brought unto God. That Jesus is the Christ is the testimony
of God, and the faith of this constitutes a Christian ( 1 Corinthians
12:3 ; 1 John 5:1).

Christ comes from Christos, a Greek
word that means “the anointed one,”
or “the chosen one.”

The Hebrew word meaning the same thing is Mashiach, or as we know it—
Messiah. So Christ is really more a title than it is a name, although the Bible
uses it both ways. For example, the Bible often refers to Jesus by name as
“Tesus Christ,” just as we do in modern usage (see Matthew 1:1, 18; Mark 1:1;
John 1:17; 17:3; Acts 3:6; Romans 3:24, etc.).

But it also speaks of Jesus as “the Christ,” meaning “the anointed one,” the
Messiah. When Jesus asked His disciples who they thought He was, Peter
answered, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God” (Matthew 16:16). At
Jesus’ interrogation by the Jews just before His crucifixion, the high priest
demanded, “Tell us if You are the Christ, the Son of God!” (Matthew 26:63).
And Luke records that on one occasion when Jesus cast demons out of
individuals, the demons cried out, “ ‘You are the Christ, the Son of God!” and
He [Jesus] rebuking them, did not allow them to speak, for they knew that He
was the Christ” (Luke 4:41).
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Jesus Christ: The Anointed One

So Jesus Christ combines His name (Jesus) with His title (Christ),

meaning Jesus, the anointed One, or Jesus, the chosen One. Jesus is His human
name as announced to Mary by the angel Gabriel (Luke 1:31), and Christ is
His title, as the chosen, anointed Son of God.

The Old Testament predicted that God would send a chosen one—the
Messiah—to save the world from sin. As early as the Garden of Eden, God told
Adam and Eve that a “seed” of the woman (a descendant) would come
someday and destroy Satan and sin (Genesis 3:15). The psalms of David and
the prophecies of Daniel described the work and coming of the Messiah
whom God would send to save His people from their sins (Psalm 16; 22; 45;
110; Daniel 9).

The Jewish people knew the Messiah was coming, but they misunderstood
what He was coming to do. They believed the Messiah—the Christ—would
come to set up a kingdom on earth and deliver them from their Roman
masters. But Jesus Christ came to deliver them from a bondage much worse
than their bondage to Rome. Jesus came to deliver them—and us—from the
terrible bondage to sin.

Anointed to Set Captives Free

At the beginning of His ministry on earth, Jesus went to the synagogue in
Nazareth on the Sabbath and read the Scripture for the day.

Luke says, “And when He had opened the book, He found the place where it
was written: ‘The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me, because He has anointed Me
to preach the gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted,
to proclaim liberty to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to set at
liberty those who are oppressed; to proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord.’

Then He closed the book, and gave it back to the attendant and sat down. And
the eyes of all who were in the synagogue were fixed on Him. And He began



to say to them, ‘Today this Scripture is fulfilled in your hearing’ ” (Luke 4:17-
21).

Jesus read these words from Isaiah 61, a prophecy of the coming Messiah,
and then He said that He was the One to whom this prophecy referred. That
He had been anointed to preach the gospel of salvation. That He was the
Christ, the anointed One.

Anointed with Oil and the Holy Spirit

In the Old Testament, those who were set apart by God for positions of
spiritual or political leadership were anointed with oil as a symbol of their
authority. Oil was poured on the heads of priests, kings, and prophets to
indicate that God had chosen them and consecrated them for the work He
had given them to do.

The Bible records two times that Jesus was anointed with oil (Matthew 26:6, 7,
Luke 7:37, 38). But more importantly, Jesus was anointed by God for His role
as “the Christ.” The Bible says, “God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy
Spirit and with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were
oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him” (Acts 10:38).

As “the Christ,” Jesus was God’s anointed One who fulfilled the Old Testament

prophecies, the chosen One who came to save us from sin, and the One who
has promised to come again to usher in His everlasting kingdom.

3:17) the Father
acclaims Him both His royal Son (Ps. 2:7) and
His loyal Servant (Isa. 42:1).
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In the face of John's reluctance to baptize Him (Matt. 3:14), Jesus said,
“Let it be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill
all righteousness.”

Jesus and John will together do all that God
has determined to be right for them. Yet
"righteousness” in this text is richer still. The

supreme work that the Father requires of the

Son (that which above all else is right for the

Son to do and which will entail utter submission
to the Father’s will) is that He, the Lord'’s
righteous Servant, save His people from their
sins (Matt. 1:21) by Himself bearing their
iniquities (Isa. 53:11).

Jesus’ death for sinners is foreshadowed
here at the Jordan River, as John the
Baptist recognizes (John 1:29).

Unlike the others who came for baptism (Matt.
3:6), Jesus had no personal sins to confess. Yet




He willingly received "a baptism of repentance

for the forgiveness of sins” (Mark 1:4), a sign
that He identifies with the sins of those He
came to save (2 Cor. 5:21).

Matthew uses the term “king” (Greek, basileus) in several ways, but only
Jesus is called "king of the Jews"” or “king of Israel.” The character of that
kingship Matthew describes in 12:18-21 by quoting Isaiah 42:1-4. So secure
is Jesus in who He is — the Father’s beloved Son — that He is free to serve
rather than tyrannize His subjects, and to deal gently rather than harshly with
the lowliest and the weakest of them (Matt. 12:20; 11:25-30). Astonishingly, it
is by the very means of His lowly service that all earthly tyrants will be
subdued, and all nations made His possession (Zech. 9:9-10).

It is indeed “the King of the Jews” who hangs upon the cross (Matt. 27:37).
Here achieving His greatest triumph through defeat.

Just as the first Servant song (Isa. 42:1-4)
prepares for the fourth (52:13-53:12),
so Matthew 3:17 and 12:18-21 prepare for

20:28 and 26:26-28, where Jesus speaks of the
Son’s ultimate obedience and of the Servant's

supreme sacrifice.



It is love for the fallen world that causes the Father to
send His Son upon His mission ( John 3:16; 1 John
4:10). And the Son willingly goes to the cross because
He loves the sinners He came to save (John 13:1;
15:13; Gal. 2:20).

The Prophet Who Keeps The Law

Like those prophets who served God in Old
Testament times (Zech. 1:6), Jesus is anointed
by the Spirit of God to proclaim the Word of
God (Luke 4:18-19).

He preaches the Gospel of God's dawning Rule, calling
listeners to repentance and faith (Matt. 4:17, 23). With
equal authority He expounds the Law of God, requir- ing
of His followers personal holiness and social righteousness
(Matt. 5:1-7, 29; 19:16-21. He foretells events both near
and distant (Matt. 24:1-51).

Jesus is the Prophet foretold by Moses
(Deut. 1 81 5; ACtS 322). Like Moses, He expounds the Law

of God from a mountain (Matt. 5-7). He solemnly declares that “until Heaven
and earth pass away, not an iota, not a dot, will pass from the Law until all is
accomplished” (Matt. 5:18). This text has in view the Law as expounded both

by Moses and by Jesus the New Moses. Jesus'’ interpretation




of the Law perfectly accords with the
progress of God's saving purpose in history
(Matt. 11:12-13).

Jesus promises that in the coming kingdom, God will honor those who honor
His Law (Matt. 5:19b). Yet Jesus alone perfectly does so. The crowds were
astonished at Jesus’ teaching because He spoke with great authority (Matt
7:28-29). One reason for this authority is that what Jesus teaches others, He

Himself does. Unlike those Old Testament persons

who prefigure Him (for example, Moses, David,

Solomon and Jonah), Jesus is consistently
faithful to the Father’s will. Unlike the nation'’s
leaders (Matt. 23:3), He practices what He
preaches. He loves the God He commands His
followers to love (Matt. 11:27; 22:37), and He
commands His disciples to love each other as
He has loved them (John 13:34).

Not only does He declare people’s sins forgiven, He
chooses intimate fellowship with some of society’s
worst sinners (Viatt 9:1-13; 11:19; Luke 19:1-10).

Even the woes upon the scribes and Pharisees (Matt.
23) show His love for His enemies (Matt. 5:44).



Before appointing others to be
missionaries, He has been one Himsel.

Jesus embodies all the qualities He
celebrates in the Beatitudes of Matthew 5:3-10.

He is poor in spirit: assailed by fierce and unrelenting evil; He trusts in God
the Father for protection and power. He mourns — not over personal sins (for
He has none), but over others’ hardness of heart, stubbornness of will, and
bondage to sin. He identifies Himself as meek (Matt. 11:29; 21:5); God's
Servant is not quarrelsome, and He deals gently with the weak (Vatt. 12:19—
20). When assailed, He does not retaliate or threaten vengeance (Isa. 53:7; 1
Peter 2:23). Unlike fallen creatures who, appalled by their iniquity, crave to
grow in holiness, Jesus hungers and thirsts for righteousness as one whose
mission is to establish God’s holy and just rule (Matt. 12:18, 20). Throughout
His ministry He is merciful to the helpless and needy. He, the Servant whose
singular purpose is to know and to do the Father’s will, is pure in heart. In

Him, faithful Israel is reduced to one person (Isa. 49:3; 50:5-8). As the one
who supplants Satan’s tyranny with God's benevolent
rule, He atones for His people’s sins and reconciles them

to God; He is the peacemaker (Isa. 9:6-7; 49:5-6; Eph.

2:14-17). As His life progresses, He is increasingly persecuted for the sake

of righteousness. Matthew 5:10 is especially applicable to Jesus, for He is the
uniquely righteous One (Matt. 27:19; Acts 3:14; 1 Peter 3:18).

The Priest Who Gives His Life

Even as a child, Jesus was found serving His Father in the temple (Luke 2:46—
49). Throughout His life He faithfully taught the people on a host of subjects



— a responsibility of priests in the Old Testament (2 Chron. 17:7-9; Neh. 8:7—
: . . i .
9). Like the high priest "appointed to act on

behalf of men in relation to God” (Heb. 5:1),
Jesus offered prayers for others (Matt. 14:19;
26:26-27; Luke 22:31-32; John 17:1-26). He
chose to teach and heal in the temple (Matt.
21:14-17; 21:23-23:39; 26:55). shortly before His death,

He, who was not a descendant of Levi but of Judah (Matt. 1:1-2), showed
Himself to be Lord of the temple and Judge of its illicit practices (21:12-13).

In that same capacity, He prophesied that the temple
would be destroyed (24:1-2, 15-21) and replaced by a

temple of living stones (John 2:21; Eph. 2:18-22).

However, IN SOMe respects, Jesus’ priesthood is

vastly different from that of Aaron and his

successors. He does not merely assist sinful

human beings in securing forgiveness from
God; He himself forgives sins (Matt. 9:1-8).

The Jewish high priest had to “offer sacrifice for his own sins
just as he does for those of the people”;

Jesus, the sinless one, addressed the sins of others
exclusively (Heb. 5:3; 7:26-28; 4:14—16). Moreover, He

saves His people from their sins, not by slaying goats,
calves and lambs, but by sacrificing Himself and




pouring out His own blood (Matt. 1:21; 20:28; 26:26-
28).

Jesus “humbled himself by becoming obedient

to the point of death, even death on a cross”
(Phil. 2:8).

From the time of His birth,
the Cross was in view.

“He will save His people
from their sins,”

said the angel concerning the child that Mary would bear (Matt. 1:21).

The Bridegroom would be snatched away from the wedding guests, said
Jesus early in His ministry, (Matt. 9:15). At His transfiguration, the Father said,
“This is my beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased; listen to him” (Matt.
17:5).

“"God sent forth His Son, born of woman, born under the law, to redeem
those who were under the law,” wrote Paul in Galatians 4:4. The Son of God
willingly became a man (“born of a woman”) so that He could die as the
God-Man.



He submitted to God’s commands (“born

under the law") to offer pertect obedience
where Adam had failed (Rom. 5:17), and thus
He merited eternal life for a sinful people.

Moreover, He purchased freedom for a people who stood condemned
because of their solidarity with Adam (“to redeem those who were under the
law”) (Rom. 5:18-19; 1 Cor. 15:21-22).

The Cross marks the supreme exercise of Jesus’
own will, of His active obedience. “No one takes
[my life] from me, but I lay it down of my own
accord” (John 10:18). Jesus "was obedient to
the point of death” (Phil. 2:8); “by one act of
righteousness,” by “one man’s obedience” in

His death, “many will be made righteous”
(Rom. 5:18-19).

The Cross also marks the supreme
exercise of Jesus' passive obedience,
of His submission to His Father’s will.

Gethsemane He prayed: “My Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from
me; nevertheless, not as | will, but as you will” (Matt. 26:39). In his Manual of
Christian Doctrine, Louis Berkhof rightly says that Jesus’ active and passive



obedience may be distinguished but must never be separated. In both cases,
Jesus is obedient.

The Father raised His obedient Son from the dead, bestowed on Him the
highest honors and granted Him universal authority (Phil. 2:8-11; Matt.
28:18-20).

This great High Priest, “holy, innocent,
unstained, separated from sinners, and exalted
above the heavens ... is able to save to the
uttermost those who draw near to God through
him, since He always lives to make intercession

for them” (Heb. 7:24-26).

Transcript

Introduction

If you ever watch a movie with me you would probably get a little annoyed because | tend to
comment during the film a lot. If something seems inconsistent, if the pacing is off, if the
characters are not fleshed out I’'m definantely going to say something about it. It drives my
sister in law crazy.

One of my most common complaints is when an event happens in the story that isn’t
developed well and makes it obvious that the writers wanted the event to happen so that
something else later in the story could happen, but instead of developing it well it just sort of
happens in a forced way.

However, | cannot complain about that happening in our text today because the purpose that
this even serves is important, not just for the story of the gospel, but for our salvation.
Although John the Baptist will step in to try to stop this event form happening, Jesus insists
that it happen so that all righteousness may be fulfilled.

Jesus Comes to John

Our text begins by introducing a new event in this scene that was happening “in those day” ie.
the days when Jesus was living in Nazereth with his parents. Obviously at this point Jesus is
well into adulthood, but Matthew keeps the pace of the narrative flowing smoothly.

We are told that Jesus came from Galilee, the region the once belonged to the tribes of
Zebulun and Naphtli. This is a very different part of Israel than where John would have been
Baptizing, which would have been closer to Jerusalem. We are told that Jesus comes for a
singular purpose: “to be baptized by him.”

Jesus’ Intention to be Baptized

Jesus is not simply in the neighbourhood, Jesus has come out with intentionality to be
baptized with a baptism that is supposed to be a declaration of repentance, which may seem
like an odd way for the sinless son of God to begin his ministry.
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But that is exactly what this scene is, the beginning of Jesus ministry. While Luke relays the
scene of Jesus in the temple as a 12 year old boy, Matthew jumps right from the return from
Egypt to this crucial event. In this Baptism, Jesus will:

Be publically recognized by the rest of the Godhead as to who he truly is.

Be humbled in obedience to the will of the Father.

Give up his home and livelihood for the work he has.

Bring the time of preperation to the time of acceptation in preaching the Gospel.

Begin his sufferings that will end at the cross.

John’s Prophetic Recognition

What is not clear at this point is the extent of John’s knowledge of Jesus. There are details in
this account that we’d like to know but don’t. Was this baptism public? Did John know that
Jesus was the Christ? After all, John would send his disciples to Jesus later to ask that very
questions. It’s clear that John knows that Jesus is greater than he is. Its clear that John sees
Jesus as a greater player in the coming of the Kingdom of God. But John will wonder later if
there is another to come after Jesus, or if he is the Christ.

Regardless, John sees Jesus’ purity in contrast to himself. He recognizes that Jesus is so
worthy that he, the baptizer, should be baptised by Jesus. In other words, John, the
culmination of all the OT prophets, recognizes that Jesus is someone greater than any
prophet that has come before.

And whether John realizes it or not, his exposure to the incarnate Son of God immediately
makes him aware of his own sin. Like the prophet Isaiah recognizing his own uncleanness in
the face of God’s presence, John recognizes his own need of repentance and forgiveness in
the presence of the one true God.

John’s Objection

And so John objects, not in a sinful rebellion, but in shock of how backwards Jesus request
seems to him. Jesus is the Christ, he is the one whose coming John’s baptism is meant to
prepare people for. Imagine if we had an announcement tomorrow that the Queen was going
to visit Scaroborough in a week and she will be paraded down Lawrence Ave. As the city and
businesses are cleaning things up and putting up the decorations, the Queen herself arrives in
overalls and sneakers to help set up. How both shocking and confusing this would be, for it is
her arrival that we would be preparing for. This is the confusion John is experiencing. He
knows that his own heart is not yet as prepared as it ought to be and a deeper repentance



could be reached if Jesus would baptise him, but Jesus wants to take part in this cleansing
ritual, though he has nothing from which to be cleansed.

Jesus alone has loved the Lord his God with all his heart. Jesus alone loves his neighbour as
himself. Jesus alone brings pleasure in the sight of the Father in himself, without need of
sacrifice or ritual cleansing. Of every human being that has ever or will ever be born, Jesus is
the one that does not need to repent of anything. So why would he come to John for a
Baptism of repentance meant to prepare the hearts of a rebellious people to be saved from
the wilderness of God’s wrath and led back into his promises for them?

Jesus Answer: To fulfill all righteousness

Jesus, in answer to John, does not contradict his logic. Of course, John sees that according to
human reasoning this request makes no sense, and Jesus does not seek to argue otherwise.
Instead, Jesus simply answers, “Let it be so now.” The word translated “let it be so” has the
sense of saying, “Allow it, permit it, tolerate it.” The sense that Jesus is speaking to John is not
a command to do something per se, but rather a command to let happen what must happen.
To get out of the way of what Jesus means to have done and let it happen despite it going
against his reasoning.

God’s will often does not make sense to us, as we are unable to
see the fulness of his plan. Maturity in faith is a willingness to
obey and allow God’s revealed will to be carried out despite
how counterintuitive it may seem. Preaching a Gospel of a
bloody cross, and empty tomb, and a call to total self-denial
and discipleship is not a message that is likely to attract a
crowd, and speaking the Gospel as it is may seem
counterintuitive to our desire to see many come to know the
Lord Jesus, and yet God says, “let it be so now.” Paying taxes
to a government that funds the slaughter of unborn babies
and abusive hormone treatments to young children may seem
counterintuitive, and yet Scripture commands, “let it be so
now.” Continuing in a time of suffering, poverty, or grief may
seem contradictory to the joyful life that living in Christ should
be, and yet Jesus tells us, with his own scars of suffering still in




his body, “let it be so now.” God gave us brains and we are
meant to follow them, but when the will of God makes no
sense to us, Jesus’ gentle words to his faithful disciples are,
“letit be so now.”

But Jesus does give John some explanation: “For thus it is

fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” According to Jesus, his being
baptized is part of God’s plan to “fulfill all righteousness.”

This is a phrase that has caused some debate, because Jesus is not very specific with John as
to what this means.

“Fulfilling all righteousness” could refer to Jesus walking in the will of the Father. It means
obedience to the Father’s will, even if the purpose of that will is unknown. While I think this is
certainly part of what Jesus is saying, | don’t think it is the full picture.

Jesus is walking through the steps of the people of God, but in complete righteousness. As we
will see in a future message, the events in Jesus life mimic the exodus. Like ancient Israel,
Jesus goes to Egypt in exile, like them, he will pass through the waters of baptism as they
passed through the Red Sea, cutting themselves off from the worldly society of Egypt. And as
Israel would wander in the wilderness for 40 years, Jesus would wander for 40 days, williing to
starve rather than faithlessly grumble as the Israelites did for food. In this way, Jesus is
fulfilling all righteousness by identifying with the people and going through with them even
through a baptism of repentance so that he could truly be our merciful and faithful high
priest. This is, in no way, is an admission of sin, but rather a partaking among sinners. In other
Words, Jesus is partaking in a baptism of repentance, not to repent of anything himself, but to
lead and accompany his people through their repentance. Is 53:12 would say that the Christ
would be numbered among the transgressors.

Finally, this baptism would be a fulfillment of righteousness in that it would reveal the
righteous plan of salvation through it. In Is 53:11 Isaiah says of the Christ, “by his knowledge
shall the righteous one, my servant, make many to be accounted righteous.” In orther words,
when the Christ would become known, and he is shown to be God’s righteous servant, then
many would be justified.

All three of these possibilities are likely true and they all compliment one another. Jesus
submits himself in obedience to the Father’s will, which is that he would partake with his



people in this cursed state and lead them through repentance and into God’s salvation by
being the perfect example and leader for the people of God.

Conclusion: Then he consented.

Jesus’ unspecific response to John’s strong hesitancy is enough to get him to consent, have
his own will and thinkings step aside, and baptize Jesus. Next week we will see how that turns
out, how the Father vindicates Jesus’ sinless nature by declaring him to be his son in whom he
is well pleased.

For us, we are reminded of the nature of Christ’s coming. Jesus came not to be served
but to serve and to give his life as a ransom for many. (Matt 20:28). Giving his life to
ransom many did not start at the cross, it stars right here. He spends his life to get down
among sinners, walk their road of sin-imposed suffering and punishment, and ultimately
atone for it on the cross. His ministry was one of stooping down to where sinners are at,
not standing on the other side of the Jordan waiting for us to get there ourselves first.

Sinner, Christian, whoever you be, Christ is not far. His love is not far. He became man to
be near us. He passed through baptism to be near us. He healed the sick and ate with
sinners to be near us, touch us, get our filth and disease on him so that we can be pure
like him.

But as he passes through the baptism waters, the wilderness of temptation, into his
ministry, and finally his suffering and death he bids you to come with him. He is not far,
but you may not stay on the other side of the Jordan. You must pass through repentance,
you must prepare your heart, you must follow him everywhere, and you must die to the
flesh and life in Christ. Jesus’ work did not make the way through this wilderness of this
world easy, but it did make it possible because it is he who leads us, he who gives us the
Holy Spirit who strengthen us puts the old flesh to death, gives us ears to hear the voice
of our shepherd to come after him.

The question is, will you come after him? Christ has done so much to draw near to you,
are you drawing near to him? He has consumed the eternal suffering that your sins
deserved, will you walk his temporary road of suffering? Discipleship involves the high
price of Jesus’ death, and yours. This is what it means to be near him.

So will you be near the God who became man and took on all that he did to be near you,
to save you? Do you want to be near someone who gave up so much and asks the same of



you? Seeing the depths of his love and intention to save us leads to only one response, a
depth of love to leave all we are behind and follow him.

To Fulfil All Righteousness
Justin Johnson
John the Baptist water baptized Jews.

Water baptism was not a new thing. Jews were being water baptized for
centuries under the law requirements in the temple and in large pools like
Bethesda (John 5:2).

However, John was unique in that he was a prophet, did not wear temple
garments (he wore camel’s hair), and he preached in the wilderness not near
the temple.

He preached water baptism and repentance for the remission of sins. Remission
of sins is forgiveness.

“John did baptize in the wilderness, and preach the baptism of repentance for
the remission of sins.” — Mark 1:4

“And he came into all the country about Jordan, preaching the baptism of
repentance for the remission of sins;” — Luke 3:3

The Baptism of Jesus

When Jesus came to be water baptized, John realized that he had no sin to
remit, and forbad Jesus to be baptized.

“But John forbad him, saying, I have need to be baptized of thee, and comest
thou to me?” — Mat 3:14

Jesus insisted to be baptized, but not because he had secret sins to confess.
Jesus knew he was God manifest in the flesh, and without sin. The Lord said:
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“Suffer it to be so now: for thus it becometh us to fulfil all righteousness.”
— Mat 3:15

The reason Jesus needed to be water baptized by John alongside sinful Israel
was not because he had secret sins to confess, but to fulfil all righteousness.

But, what does that mean?
To Fulfill the Law

Jesus did not come to destroy the promises, prophets, and laws given to Israel.
He was not setting a new pattern with his water baptism, but fulfilling an old
one.

“Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come
to destroy, but to fulfil.” — Matt 5:17

Washings with water were required for many different people at different times
with different purposes under the law. If someone failed to do them, they
would be guilty of breaking the law.

One particular law that was being invoked by John was the washing
requirement for all priests.

John was preaching the kingdom come and in the kingdom the entire nation of
Israel was to be priests unto the Lord (Exo 19:6, Isa 61:6).

Jesus kept the law perfectly, and as such submitted himself to the required
ordinances to fulfill all righteousness.

To Fulfill the Prophets

The law and the prophets spoke of Jesus. A few prophecies spoke of the
messenger coming before the Lord to prepare his way.

“As it is written in the prophets, Behold, I send my messenger before thy face,
which shall prepare thy way before thee. The voice of one crying in the
wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his paths straight.” — Mark
1:2-3 (quoting Mal 4:1 and Isa 40:3)

John the Baptist was that messenger, and Jesus was the prophesied Lord.
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God told John a prophecy that he would be able to identify the Messiah through
his water baptism.

“And I knew him not: but that he should be made manifest to Israel, therefore
am I come baptizing with water.” — John 1:31-33

If Jesus did not fulfil what was spoken of him then the prophecies would be
false, the message of John the Baptist a lie, and God would be unrighteous.

Jesus came to fulfill the prophets and he fulfilled multiple prophecies by being
water baptized of John.

To Justify John’s Message
Jesus was water baptized to justify John’s message.

John the Baptist preached the kingdom was at hand. Those that heard his
preaching and justified God’s word to him were water baptized of him (just as
they justified God in Jesus’ ministry).

“And all the people that heard him, and the publicans, justified God, being
baptized with the baptism of John.” — Luke 7:29

By being baptized of John, Jesus was saying, “John’s teachings are truly from
God”".

In order to align himself with God’s prophet and his message, Jesus needed to
be water baptized of John.

Through participation in the water baptism of sinful Israel, Jesus identified
himself with Israel looking for a kingdom come, and then presented himself as
the one who would fulfill all righteousness.

To Make Himself Known

Multiple times in Jesus’ time on earth God spoke from heaven and testified that
Jesus was His Son (John 12:28, Mat 17:5).

Jesus knew that he was the Son of God (Luke 2:49), and that his water baptism
would identify him as such to Israel. Therefore, Jesus insisted to John that he
be water baptized of him.
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When he came up out of the water the Spirit of God descended on him and God
spoke for everyone to hear.

“And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and,
lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending
like a dove, and lighting upon him: And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is
my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.” — Matt 3:16-17

Without his water baptism there would not be this public identification that he
was the Son of God.

John later would preach this event as proof that he was the Messiah.

“And John bare record, saying, I saw the Spirit descending from heaven like a
dove, and it abode upon him... And I saw, and bare record that this is the Son
of God.” — John 1:32-34

Conclusion

Nobody in Jesus’ time could accomplish what Jesus did in his water baptism.

Neither does anyone today in the dispensation of grace need to follow Jesus in
baptism (to be saved). We have a greater baptism that identifies us with Christ,
being baptized by faith into his death.

“But I have a baptism to be baptized with; and how am I straitened till it be
accomplished!” — Luke 12:50

“Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were
baptized into his death?” — Rom 6:3

Jesus was not water baptized to institute a new ordinance. Water baptism was
an old tradition.

He was not water baptized for the remission of his sins, as was everyone else
that was water baptized.

He was water baptized to fulfill all righteousness in that he was the prophesied
Messiah, the Son of God.
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Fulfilling all righteousness, “what does it mean?

Is it compulsory for all believers today?

Firstly, | like you to understand that Fighteousness is a
function of faith in the finished work of Jesus
Christ (Rom 3:21-22). (i.e. you don't work for it
but you become it by believing in the Lord
Jesus Christ and confessing Him with your
mouth). But there are acts of righteousness
that validate our salvation (Rom 6:18-19).

This is what Jesus was talking about.

Please note that it takes a righteous person to
perform an act of righteousness (Matt 12:33-35).

So, if you are saved,
you are expected to fulfill all righteousness.

What is Jesus’ definition of righteousness?

Ps 40:7-8 says, Then said I, Behold, | come; in the volume of the book it is written of
me; | delight to do Your will, O my God, yes, Your law is within my heart.
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And Jesus said in John 4:34[AMP] that..., My food
(nourishment) is to do the will (pleasure) of Him Who sent
Me and to accomplish {and} completely finish His work.

From these verses, we can see that what Jesus
termed righteousness is basically doing the
will of God for His life. Doing what God wants
Him to do with His life and times.

“all righteousness” for Jesus included
every detail of His assignment. It
includes everything that is
beneficial/expedient.

Unlike the others who came for baptism (Matt. 3:6), Jesus had no personal sins
to confess. Yet He willingly received “a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness

of sins” (Mark 1:4), a sign that HE identifies with the sins of
those He came to save (2 Cor. 5:21), which is
God’s perfect will.

There is a path that He must follow for the fulfillment
of His assignment and fulfilling all righteousness
demands that He carefully follow it.

It is fotal obedience in simple terms.



It is living your life according
to the demands of your
assignment, not as you want.

Saul was given an assignment in 1Sam 15, but God was not
pleased with him because he failed to fulfill all righteousness. He
regarded people’s opinions more than God's instruction and he
was rejected from being king.

But for Jesus, the bible says in (Phllipplans 2:6-9 KJV) that ... Who,

being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: But made
himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in
the likeness of men: And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and
became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. Wherefore God also hath
highly exalted him, and given him a name which is above every name:

When Jesus fulfilled all righteousness,
God was pleased with Him!

Is it compulsory for all believers today?

Matt 3:15amp] says... But Jesus replied to him, Permit it just now; for this is

the fitting way for [both of] us to fulfill all righteousness [that is, to perform
completely whatever is right]. Then he permitted Him.

From this verse, The response of Jesus
indicated that both He and John the Baptist




have the mandate to fulfill all righteousness (or
like the Amplified version expatiated it, “to
perform completely whatever is right)

For God to be pleased with us, we must fulfill
all righteousness:

o To fulfill all righteousness, you must know
what you need to do. i.e. you must have an
understanding of what the will of the Lord
is.

e It includes what you do and what you did
not do

o We must do all that God requires of us.
Depending on your assignment, what you
need to fulfill will be different from other
people’s. It is your responsibility to
discover it.

Lastly, you need to be humble like Jesus to
fulfill all righteousness. It takes humility to
fully submit to the will of God

| like you to pray to know God’s will and ask for the grace to do it without
wavering. God bless you.



Ligon Duncan:

This passage is a great passage. John the Baptist's

ministry is in full swing. Last week we saw all Judea was going out to hear
John preach and to participate in the Baptism of repentance. And in the midst of that,

our Lord Jesus comes by Himself, for He had not as yet
called His disciples. And in the midst of those crowds, He presents Himself

to John. JOhn is shocked. “Lord, Jesus, 1 am preaching the baptism of

repentance to prepare the way for the Lord and You are revealing Yourself to me as the
one who | have been preaching. Why should | baptize You? You need to baptize Me.” It

is a strange and a wonderful passage, and | would like to point to
something about our Lord Jesus Christ’'s scene in this
passage.

The humility of Christ.

And the first thing is this. We see it in verse 13. The humility of Christ. Our Lord'’s
humility is evident in this passage. This is the beginning of Jesus’ public ministry.

John’s ministry is in full swing. But the first DUbIlC action of our

Lord is to humble Himself. The first public action in the ministry of
our Lord is to enter into humiliation. He will receive the baptism of
repentance, though He is without sin, though He is the
one who knows no sin, He will take upon Himself, the
baptism of repentance. That is humility and that is our Lord. We saw

Him entering in as we looked at HIS |nfancy as presented in this gospel. We saw
Him partaking of the sufferings and humiliation which were part of His being our
Mediator and now, consistently with that, and consistently with what we know about our
Lord in His later ministry, and finally in His giving Himself in the passion, He enters into
a humbling experience. He humbles Himself before John, a godly man to be sure, a
great preacher to be sure, but a man, the herald, the servant of Christ. He the Messiah,
says, John. | will receive your baptism. John himself sensed that it was somehow
inappropriate for him to be baptizing the Lord Jesus, the Messiah, the one who was the
lamb of God, who would take away the sins of the world. But the Lord Jesus said, “No




John, 1 will receive this baptism.” He was following the way of His
Father. Later He will explain that He needed to enter into
this baptism in order to fulfill all righteousness but evident
throughout His actions is His humility.

Our Lord was humble and He calls us to the way of

humlllt_V. and the world tells us that we ought to act otherwise. But the Lord
Jesus’ action reminds us of the importance of humility. It was required for His

obedience on our behalf. AN He says to His disciples, that all
those who follow after Him, the great servants,
must themselves, learn to humble themselves and
serve.

Young folks, in your schools, it is very likely that the most popular children will be those
who are attractive, filled with personality, somewhat prideful, somewhat able to push
themselves forward. They may be boys who are arrogant, talented, but they are perhaps
mean-spirited. They may be young girls, who may be beautiful and yet they are very
arrogant and look down upon others that are not part of their circles. And you may be
tempted to think that the only way that you can match up is to emulate that sort of
behavior. The Lord Jesus says, the way of glory is the way of humility. And though the
world says, if you want to be successful, you must be prideful, you must be self
confident, and you must be assertive. The Lord Jesus says, the way of glory is the way
of humility. Don't ever forget that. It is a lesson that none of us can ever desire to forget,
for in this life, we are constantly tempted to assert ourselves pridefully, sinfully, in order
to get what we want. But the Lord Jesus says, “Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is
the kingdom of heaven.” It is not the proud who will be exalted. No, the Bible says the
proud will be abased. Pride goes not before a fall, the Proverb says, “pride goes before
destruction.” But those who are lowly of heart, the Lord will exalt.

Perhaps the Lord has called you to significant ministry as He had called His Son. | not
only warn you, | promise you if that is the case, He will cause you to walk in the way of

humility. For the Lord has never used an arrogant servant. The Lord breaks

His servant before His servant serves Him in the

WOI‘ld. And that goes for all of us, not simply for those missionaries who deny

themselves. Not simply for those campus ministers who put themselves in a place
where they are counter-cultural. Not simply for those who plant churches, and preach




the gospel. It goes for all of us in our vocations. If the
Lord is calling us to His service, He calls us to His
service in the way of humility. And our Lord and
Savior is the great example of that. our Lord is humble and so

we should be too.

Script: RIGHTEOUSNESS

Greek: Dikaiosune.

“How good is life for those who hunger and thirst for dikaiosune, because
they will be satisfied.”1

Dikaiosune, or righteousness, means living in right relationship with God,
other people, and all creation.

We act with righteousness when we live justly, honestly, and faithfully
according to God’s instruction.

In Jesus’ teachings, righteousness describes not only fasting and prayer2 but
also giving generously to the poor,3 forgiving others,4 and loving our
enemies.5 To live this way is to do right by God.

God also does righteousness towards us, that is, he does right by his
covenant promises to people to send Israel’s promised Messiah to renew the
world.

“In accordance with his promise, we wait for new heavens and a new earth
where dikaiosune is at home.”6

' Matthew 5:6
2 Matthew 6:5-18
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
